 Senior competitions are for teams of 5 riders who are Under 19 years as at 31st December in the year 
of competition.  

 Junior competitions are for teams of 4 riders who are Under 16 years as at 31st December in the year 
of competition.   

 
  



Rules 
A copy of the Rules & Regulations will be sent out before the first Race. This also includes policies you should 
be aware of. We will be following New Zealand Cycling rules that came into effect 1 January 2023 with 
unlimited gearing. 
 
Results 
Results will be available live on the CSA App on the day and will also be uploaded to the website after each race 
 
Team Management 
All teams must have a teacher or adult with them at every race. This person must be aware of any medical 
problems of students in the team, implement the rules of the competition, and supervise the students. Teams 
without supervision may be scratched. 
 
Officials 

 Each team from each school must provide an adult to be an official on the day. Teams may nominate 
more than one person for the officials’ duty to be shared amongst them throughout the season. 

 Each school must provide a contact person who organises this duty.  
 
Transponders 

 Team Time Trial transponders will be given out on the day of the race and collected by the school’s 
teacher in charge each race. 

 Points Race transponders will be issued on the day.
