Rules 
All teams are to consist of a minimum of 3 players and a maximum of 5 players (only 3 play each 
night) and can have either all male, all female or mixed. In each contest three players will play two 
singles each, and two players from each team will combine to play one doubles. All teams must supply 
their own balls. Balls can be purchased from the Waitemata Table Tennis Association for $2.00 per 
ball. 

The Waitemata Table Tennis Association will apply the laws and regulations of table tennis as 
sanctioned by TTNZ, ITTF and played under CSA bylaws.
