Team Registration

Team Management 

All teams must have a teacher or adult with them at every game. This person is to complete the score sheet 
before and after the game where needed, be aware of any medical problems of players in the team, implement 
the rules of the competition, and supervise the players. Teams without supervision may lose by default. 
 

Rules

• The games are all played to 21 with extension  

• There are singles and doubles games  

• Feather Shuttles 

• All players must be attending the represented High School/College at the time of playing.  

• All players must be graded before play commences and this has been given to the organiser in a written 
form. 

• All players are expected to stay in the hall during the competition and be ready for their games when called.  

• The number one graded player must play top doubles.
