Team management

Teams:
Each team in the Saturday competition contains six players graded strictly 1 to 6 on ability.

Rubbers

A rubber will be played between teams in the same grade from two opposing schools according to
the draw. In each rubber, 1 vs. 1, 2 vs. 2, etc. In doubles 1 and 2, 3 and 4, 5 and 6 play the
corresponding pairs in the other team. Thus, there are nine matches in each rubber.
